An immense mausoleum of white marble, built in Agra between
1631 and 1648 by order of the Mughal emperor Shah J ahan in
memory of his favourite wife, the Taj Mahal is the jewel of Muslim

art in India and one of the universally admired mas  terpieces of the
world's heritage.

The name Jaisalmer evokes a vivid picture of sheer magic and brilliance of the desert. Local
colour and warmth prevail over the inhospitable and forbidding terrain, imbuing the mediaeval
town with a special magic.

Among Rajasthan's many princely settlements, Jodhpu r is one of the most distinctive. This five
hundred year old settlement was the headquarters of the Rathore Rajputs celebrated for their
tales of daring. This princely state is also referr ed to as "The Blue city". One of the most

beautiful Indian cities, the land of royalty is a g littering jewel set in the golden sands of barren
desert landscape. The light that reflects off the g  olden sands engulfs a land renowned for its
vibrant colours, people in bright clothes and beaut iful jewellery, living in a city dominated by
towering forts and palaces that rise from the sand like a mirage. Jodhpur is now a major export

centre of handicrafts.

Carved
panels and porches, elaborately adorned walls and w  indows, seem to make
the mediaeval splendour come alive. Mehrangarh appe ars impregnable,
with its battlements soaring 400 feet above a hill.

Day 11 Jodhpur-Udaipur 280kms — 5%2hrs
Travel into the hills to Udaipur en route visititige famous Jain Temples at Ranakpur. B

The Ranakpur Temple, built in the 15th century, is the largest Jain
temple in India There are 4 shrines, 24 pillared ha Ills and 1444
columns, each richly decorated with elaborate sculp tures and
filigrees, including the domes.

The creativity and beauty of those artistic works i S unimaginable and
the variety is such, that no two of the 1,444 colum ns are alike! The
lavish abundance of marvellous stonemason works on white marble
is quite overwhelming.
